From the Pastor’s desk 
 
My sisters and brothers, 

In this weekend’s Gospel (taken from the 10th 
chapter of St Luke) we hear how Our Lord 
appointed “seventy-two others and sent them 
out ahead of him, in pairs, to all the towns and 
places he himself was to visit”. Using modern 
terminology, I suppose we could say that Jesus 
was sending the disciples out ahead of Him ‘to 
lay the groundwork for His visit’. This call – this 
mandate – to be ‘ambassadors for Christ’ and 
to allow Christ to use us in His service – is just 
as relevant today as it was in the time of the 
early Church.  

In the most recent national census data we 
have (ie. data collected by the Australian 
Bureau of Statistics) around 5920 people 
(residing in the 2527 postcode) have indicated 
their religious affiliation is Catholic. 3065 
people in response to the question of religion 
marked the box ‘No Religion’. On average we 
have 500 - 600 people who regularly attend 
our weekend Masses. So while these statistics 
might be seen as a negative, I see them as 
another opportunity for us to reflect on how 
we can, in the words of the late Pope John Paul 
II, become disciples of a ‘new evangelisation’. 
As Fr Patrick Brennan reminds us in his book 
Re-imagining the Parish, our baptism is not an 
entitlement but a call “to share actively in the 
mission and ministry of Jesus”. Let us pray that 
we will generously share not only our financial 
treasure (which we collect and present at the 
same time in the Mass as we bring forward our 
gifts of bread and wine) but also our time and 
talents so we can have the resources to reach 
out and to welcome others to encounter Christ 
here in our Parish.  
 

May we make this rather contemporary prayer 
our own: 
 

Lord Jesus, You tell us that the meaning of 
life consists in giving. Help us to realize it is 
not riches or  fame or power that gives life 
meaning. Rather it is generosity and service 
to you and others that brings fulfilment and 
makes life worthwhile.  May all our activity 
help us to build Your Kingdom, Amen.

After the most extraordinary cross, her 1871 
excommunication from the Catholic Church, 
Mary was able to say ‘I felt nearer to God than 
I had ever felt before’ and afterwards to her 
mother she wrote ‘My path, dearest Mamma, 
will yet be that of the Cross.’

OVER 300 PEOPLE GATHER TO DRAFT 
GOALS FOR DIOCESE. Our first diocesan 
pastoral plenary session was held on Saturday, 
26 June at St Mary Star of the Sea College, 
Wollongong. Over 320 people were in 
attendance to pray together and prioritise the 
issues which emerged from consulting with 
over 2000 people earlier in the year. The 
gathering offered draft goals for the Diocese. 
Working Groups will now be formed from 
those at the gathering and other interested 
people, to consider what actions are needed to 
address the goals. These draft actions will be 
taken to our next plenary on Saturday, 21 
August where those gathered can consider and 
offer further recommendations. You are invited 
to this next gathering.

DEPARTURE OF THE REV. A. W. PETRE. (Continued from last week) 
   
 The Rev. A. W. Petre replied :- 
   “Gentlemen, - What the feelings of priest and peop le are when the hour of parting comes to them 
cannot be expressed or understood except by those who have found themselves in the same position 
as we are to-day.  The intercourse between priest and people is so close and so bound up with the 
anxieties of the sick chamber, the sorrows of the grave, the thankfulness of the return to health, the 
peacefulness of the Sacraments, and the holiness of the Sabbath, that, when the hour of parting 
comes, words cannot be found pure enough, or solemn enough to utter.  That moment has come 
for us, my dear people in Jesus Christ, and after four years labouring among you, in obedience to my 
superiors, I am now leaving you for other fields of lab our, but you have taken the opportunity thus 
given of showing me that my working among you has been acceptable and pleasing.  Not only by 
this handsome testimonial and kind address, but by every shake of the hand and familiar greeting 
that you have given me, and the hospitable manner with whi ch, during the time my presbytery was 
building, you one and all threw open your doors to m e. 
   “It would take me too long if I were to try and s ay all I want to say and all I feel, and it would weary 
you because, like the generous hearted people that you are, you care not to hear yourselves thanked. 
   “I am not so vain as to think it has all been done for  me personally, because I know it is the love of 
your faith, and the respect you have for a minister of Jesus Christ that has urged you on.  But 
nevertheless I have pride enough to make me glad that I have seen this day dawn on which I learn 
from you that I carry with me the good wishes of my p eople to the new scenes of my future labours. 
   “And if this money, like all money, is spent, and i f time should make this address begin to fade, be 
sure of this, that my feelings of regard and friendship for you will never be all spent, and your 
memory will never fade out of my heart until I die.” 
   After some light refreshments, the company dispersed. 
   The children of the Albion Park Convent Schools, on Friday last, read an address of farewell to the 
Rev. Father Petre.  It was read by Master James Buckley.
