From the Pastor’'s desk

My sisters and brothers,

As the World Cup comes to the final stages in

South Africa, Cathnews (a Catholic e-news

service run by Church Resources) has reported
a ‘good news’ story about Dutch soccer star

Wesley Sneijder, who scored the crucial second
goal in his team's World Cup semi-final victory

over Uruguay. Wesley became a Catholic
shortly before leaving for South Africa.

This report in Cathnews that was first
published in the Catholic News Agency, cites
the Argentinean daily La Nacion which
featured a story on Sneijder, which said the
footballer arrived at the World Cup
"completely renewed". At the end of May he
decided to become a Catholic and was
baptized in a chapel in Milan, where the
brilliant soccer star plays for the Inter Soccer
Team. "He was influenced in his decision by his
girlfriend, Dutch actress and model Yolanthe
Cabau, who was born in the Spanish city of
Ibiza and who he has decided to marry in the
Church after the World Cup ends." "He was
also inspired by his friendship with Javier
Zanetti, his teammate and captain for Inter,
who is himself a practicing Catholic,” it adds.
"The faith gives me strength,” Sneijder is
guoted saying. "My convictions often keep me
strong and give me determination. Everyday |
pray the Our Father with (girlfriend) Yolanthe.
Before each game | always seek out a place to

pray."

As we see in this ‘modern day parable’
Wesley’s decision to become a Catholic-
Christian came after being inspired by people
around him. In many respects this is also one
of the messages we can take from this
weekend’s Gospel parable of the Good
Samaritan. For as this Gospel parable reminds
us we have a choice to make - we can be like
the priest and Levite in the parable ‘and cross
over to the other side of the road’ (in other
words we can keep our faith to ourselves) or
like the Good Samaritan (and like this famous
World Cup player’s family and friends) we too
can witness to our faith and so encourage
others to ‘come and meet Jesus’.
