From the 
Pastor’s desk 
 
My sisters and brothers, 
 
This Tuesday, July 20, we commemorate the 
anniversary of the first moon landing made by 
Neil Armstrong in 1969. A beautiful reflection 
on how this event (while significant) “fades 
away into insignificance” alongside God’s 
interventions in the world, comes from a 
homily our former Bishop William Murray gave 
on 25 March 1993, to inaugurate the Church 
of the Immaculate Conception, Unanderra as 
the official Marian Shrine of the Diocese. 
 
He said, “During the course of our human 
history many important and even sensational 
announcements have been made to the 
members of the human family. Some of them 
alarming, others exciting and exhilarating. One 
of the most sensational in more recent times 
was that made in the year 1969 to the effect 
that a man called Neil Armstrong had stepped 
foot on the moon and walked on its surface. 
That announcement fades away into 
insignificance alongside that made to the 
Blessed Virgin Mary on the occasion of the 
Annunciation, that through her the One of 
whom we say in the Creed ‘through Him all 
things were made’ and who in the beginning 
created the moon and the sun and the stars 
and sent the planets spinning into their orbits, 
would set foot on the earth He had created, 
walk upon its surface and among its 
inhabitants, sanctifying it and them by His 
presence. 
As then we honour the Word who became the 
Son of Mary, and the Virgin who became the 
Mother of God, we pray that in order to be 
with them one day in the glory of Heaven we 
must always, like them, say ‘Yes’ to God”. 
 
Let us pray that, like Martha and Mary spoken 
of in the Gospel, we will do all we can through 
prayer and action to receive Jesus into the 
home of our heart, and so too encourage 
others to not simply ‘look blindly to the sky’ 
but to find Jesus in the day to day 
circumstances of life.

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Illawarra Mercury Tuesday 12.06.1877 
Court of Petty Sessions (Wollongong) 
(Before Messrs. Turner, Osborne, and Bigger, J.P’s.) 
William Slusher, charged with having on the 31st of Ma y, illegally entered upon the land the 
property of Mr. B. and M. Osborne, and in the occupa tion of Michael Daley, at Macquarie River, 
pleaded not guilty. 
Mr. Woodward appeared for plaintiff, who deposed that  he had occupied the land in question for 
about 11 years, he was not at home when the entry was m ade ; he was still in possession of the farm, 
and had paid the rent up to January last ; he had not received any notice from Mr. Osborne or Mr. 
MacCabe to give up the farm. 
Margaret Daley, wife of plaintiff, deposed that on the d ay named defendant came to her husband’s 
place with an axe ; he said he wanted to take possession of the place ; witness ordered him away ; he 
would not go away, and she took a bucket of  water and threw it on him ; he then took the bucket 
away, and held his fist over her head as if to strike her, but did not do so ; her husband was away at 
the time ; defendant came again on the 31st May, in comp any with James Armstrong ; they wanted 
to get into the house, but she closed the door ; de fendant said if she did not clear out in a week he 
would get the constables and leave her on the roadside ; he did not use any force to obtain 
possession.  
By the Bench : I said if Mr. Ben. Osborne came I would not give up possession if he paid me £20.
