From the Pastor’s desk 
 
My sisters and brothers, 
 

In his commentary on this weekend’s Gospel  
Fr Daniel J. Harrington, S.J. says: “‘Having 
shown us what to pray for (in the Lord’s 
Prayer), Jesus then teaches us to pray with 
persistence and boldness. His parable of the 
friend at midnight reflects a common 
experience … The surprising point of Jesus’ 
parable is the idea that if we are persistent and 
bold enough in prayer, God will eventually 
give in to our petitions. And Jesus’ own 
repeated insistence on the almost automatic 
efficacy of the prayer of petition (“ask and you 
will receive”) further encourages persistence 
and boldness in prayer … These are indeed 
surprising teachings on prayer.’” 
 

Sr Dianne Bergant in her own Gospel 
commentary offers ‘another perspective’ on 
this well known scripture passage. She says: 
“Just what is prayer? Probably the simplest 
definition for prayer is talking with God. 
Talking with God, not merely talking to God. 
In prayer, God speaks as well.  

‘Still, there are times when we feel that God is 
not listening, is not interested or totally rejects  
what we are saying. The Gospel tells us what 
to do at such times. Like the man in the story, 
we are encouraged to keep knocking on the 
door. Jesus assures us that our prayers to God 
will be heard. This assurance is grounded in 
God’s love for us. ‘We may not always receive 
that for which we pray; instead, something 
entirely different may come our way. Our 
prayers of petition are an acknowledgment of 
our dependence on God. We must never stop 
turning to God in our need, but we can only 
stand patiently and await God’s response. ‘But 
we should remember that petition is only one 
form of prayer. There is also prayer of praise, of 
thanksgiving, of contrition and of confidence. 
These prayers are our response to God, who 
has spoken to us before we even think to pray. 
God did not save us in Christ because we 
deserved it, but because God loves us. Our 
prayer is our response to this prodigious love.’” 

Let us ask the Lord this week to ‘teach us to 
pray’.

Isaac Pearson saw defendant and Mr. Armstrong on plaintiff’s farm on the 31st  May. 
   For the defence, F. P. McCabe (sic) deposed that he was agent for Mr. B. M. Osborne, the owner of 
the land in question ; early in April he received inf ormation that plaintiff was about to sell off and 
leave the farm ; he wrote to him, calling upon him to p ay up his arrears, but received no reply ; on 
the 7th May plaintiff brought James Moore and asked wit ness to transfer the farm to him ; as he had 
a warrant of distress in the hands of the bailiff, he refused to do so ; it was notorious that the 
complainant was about to leave the farm, and witness had r eceived several application for the same ; 
on the 9th May the warrant was put in force and the arrear s amounting to £31 collected ; on the 
11th plaintiff came to him in Wollongong, and said he h ad nothing now, as everything was taken 
away from him, and he had to borrow the horse he rode o n, and that he (witness) might take the 
farm, as he had nothing to put on it ; witness said, “all  right ;” he next said his children were 
starving, and he have him 10s. ; he had selected defendant as the ingoing tenant, and wrote him to 
that effect. 
   Mr. Woodward having addressed the Bench, their Worships stated that they were of the opinion 
that when defendant entered the premises he did so un der the belief that he had full authority for so 
doing. They therefore dismissed the case.
