and revised in 2008.

                           LITURGY AND WORSHIP 
 

Mindful that the spiritual life of our parish 
animates our mission and the Eucharist is the 
'source and summit of our Christian lives,' we 
strive to make the Eucharist a priority in our 
lives and to celebrate the liturgy with the full 
and active participation of parishioners.  
 

 

Action:  
 

�  Continue to support an active liturgy group including youth 
representation.  
 

�  Reintroduce children's liturgy as a way for children to celebrate a 
separate Liturgy of the Word that is more appropriate to their level of 
understanding.  
 

�  Continue to work with the parish liturgy team to introduce more 
hymns and encourage involvement of more musicians and singers. 



COMMUNITY LIFE 
 

Mindful that community is an essential 
element of parish life which draws 
parishioners together in mutual support, 
activity, celebration and growth, we strive to 
make our parish a faith community that is 
known for its welcome and hospitality.  

Action:  
 

�   Introduce 'Family Groups' as a way for households in the parish to 
gather together in a social atmosphere.  
 

�  Plan and introduce a welcome pack for new parishioners.  
 

�  Involve families and parish groups in ministries of hospitality, such 
as after Mass gatherings, celebration of special occasions, parish 
welcomers. 

 

                                  FAITH FORMATION AND EDUCATION 
 

Mindful that all the members of our parish 
are called to an ever-deepening relationship 
with Christ and His Church, we strive in the 
spirit of the “new evangelization”, to make 
our parish a faith community of 'life long 
learners' by providing opportunities for faith 
formation, catechesis and education.  

Action:  
 

�  Support families to encourage candidates after receiving the 
sacraments, to become involved in the life of the parish community. 

 

�  Continue to implement and strengthen practices and structures that 
will further develop the relationship between the parish and both 
Catholic and public schools within our area.  
 

�  Foster the development of faith formation programs such as bible 
study, Catholic social teaching, RCIA & sacramental programs.  



             OUTREACH AND EVANGELISATION 
 

Mindful that Jesus continually calls us to 
serve others and to work for justice and 
peace, we strive as a faith community, to be 
of service to those in need, whilst working to 
improve the social conditions that have 
created such need.  
 

Action: 
  

�  Undertake works of justice which support and assist those in need.  
 

�    Promote the parish among the local community.  
 

�  Provide opportunities for Christian witness in a social setting by 
planning activities appropriate to varied age levels and encouraging 
participation of parishioners.

�  Institute a Parish Bereavement Team to assist in pastoral care of the 
bereaved  
 

�  Form a Baptism Support Team to work alongside parents and 
families presenting their children for baptism.  
 

�  Increase the awareness of parish groups and encourage parishioners 
to give of their time, talent and treasure.
